Course Description:

Debrecen Summer School offers a new course on music for those who find it important to apply the concept of teaching music based on the Hungarian “musical mother tongue” in their work as teachers or musicians. The course is designed to present the living treasure of folk music as well as the latest results of folklore research. Furthermore, it will provide information on the use of the Hungarian mother tongue in composed music as well as on the practice of vocal-based musical education. The still valid universal methods and achievements of Kodály’s concept will also be presented in a new light. Interactive participation will be strongly encouraged during the course and special emphasis will be placed on improving the participants’ practical skills.  

Major Topics:

The historic values, traditions and characteristics of Hungarian folk music; Hungarian folk music and folk dance; collecting and classifying living folk music in our days; characteristics of and difference between plain chant and instrumental music; performing folk music and its linguistic definiteness; varieties of folk music in twentieth-century Hungarian musical compositions; the Hungarian “musical mother tongue” in musical education: traditions and innovations; the future of the Kodály method; national music and “European musical culture.”
